Trostyanets town, Sumi region

The Trostyanets town with the
population of 20,000 people,
strategically located between Sumy
and Kharkiv, was one of the first
places attacked by Russian forces.
It was liberated by the Ukrainian
army at the end of March 2022.

Once a flourishing historic town, it
survived major damage to its
infrastructure, industry and cultural
monuments, including the famous
villa Tchaikovsky. Evidence of
executions, torture and looting was
widely reported by international
media.

Today the town is being rapidly
rehabilitated thanks to the efforts
of the local government lead by
Mayor Yuri Bova and its patriotic
residents, most of whom already
returned.
